The starting point for preparing any exam should be from its logical end. Human mind is always
comfortable with the process, as every process gives certainty and predictability, a defined
starting point and an end point. Anxiety is always about uncertainty, something which is
unknown. Human mind becomes fearful when it concludes that a particular life situation is

beyond its control as it lies in the unknown or uncertain zone(s). In most
of the cases, on happening of an unpleasant event (say failure in the
exam or inability to get required benchmark scores), humans tend to
shift from fear state to grief or anger. Unfortunately, all three
emotional states (Anger, Fear and Grief) appear “below 200" energy
score on The Courage Scale as developed by Dr. David Hawkins. Based
on his extensive research, Dr. Hawkins argues that energy score below
200 is not helpful in making any self-progress. So it's better that as an
examinee we become open and willing to witness some level of
uncertainty of exam paper and indulge in reasoning and applying logic
to provide some certainty to exam as a process. All three states
(Openness, Willingness and Reason or Logic) are placed well above 200
energy scores sequentially one level up over its predecessor, poised to
achieve excellent self-progress. The greatest courage lies in
transforming ourselves, suggests Dr. Hawkins.

So how to provide certainty to an exam paper? This can be provided by making continuous and
conscious efforts to predict the possible questions of our exam paper. The present generation,
based on our own research of 10,500+ families across India and USA, is more capable to do so
considering their high orientation towards third eye chakra. Let’s try to convert this prediction

possibility into logical steps.

Step 1 - Collect as many question papers for past attempts or model question papers as possible.

This will help to predict our exam paper.

Step 2 - Against each question write the name of chapter(s) and the sub topic under that

chapter on which this question is being set.

Step 3 - Prepare the Chart to know how often questions are being asked from a particular
chapter (and the sub topic). This will help in deciding our efforts for a particular subject or topic.

Step 4 - Now need to do further detailing. Again start reading questions from past question
papers and write the type of question. Generally following are most typical types (a) Definition
based Questions, (b) Calculations, (c) Opinion Based Questions, (d) Scenario Based Questions etc.
Step 5 - Update your chart as prepared under step 3, and now you know how often questions are
being asked from a particular chapter (and the sub topic) along with its type.

Step 6 — Now refer to each question paper independently, and count the questions along with the
marks reserved for it under each type of question.

Barring few exceptions, our analysis suggests that irrespective of level of examination (whether
it is school exam or college or university or even professional exams) Definition based questions
carry 30% to 65% marks. This is significantly high number. What this suggests? If we concentrate
on definition based questions, it helps to have a solid foundation to score good marks or avoid
failure in a particular paper. Examples of Definition based questions are as follows - (a) Define
and Explain...... (b) State the differences between ........... (c) Can you state the examples of ...........
(d) Explain ........ (e) Write a short note on .............

Please refer Exhibit No 2 giving such examples of definition based questions being asked for
Standard 10 examination (Section D) which is supposed to be difficult section, also for
Engineering level exam as well as Chartered Accountancy Final Year Examination.

Such and other similar exercises of analyzing exam papers should be extended for calculation
based questions (important and repetitive formulas used, critical calculations etc), Opinion based
questions (basis of opinion, language used etc) and other types as well. Basically one needs to
master the “strategy” which is the key in success for any type of examination.

Though we agree that the suggested steps may not suit as it is for all types of examinations, in
our opinion, such type of detailing, reasoning and analysis definitely helps in predicting the
question paper and providing some level of certainty to otherwise uncertain and unknown exam
paper. It helps mind to travel from the zone of fear to faith. Upto a particular level on the courage
scale, more the analytical mind, better is the score on Courage scale, i.e. well above 200 marks,

well placed for self-progress.

| believe the root cause of every conflict is ignorance and ego. Conflict occurs when we take a
stand and become rigid. When we start believing that only our thinking is right and rest of the
people are ignorant, we land up in conflict. There are various kinds of conflict when arises in
our life. One conflict is about the situation. Many times there is some anticipation of situation in
our mind which is about to happen and if it does not happen the way we want, there is a
conflict. There is a conflict within as our ego does not allow us to accept the situation as it is.
And such conflicts cause depression, anxiety and anger in us. It also shakes our faith in divine.

Another kind of conflict arises is due to ignorance. Our mind starts thinking logically and our
heart forces to think emotionally and there is a conflict. At this stage, we are confused and this
confusion causes lot of restlessness within.
